PRIVILEGE MOTION NO.3

3. This Motion was moved by Senator Prof. Khurshid Ahmed on 18"
September, 2006 on the question of breech of privilege arising out of alleged refusal

4 The Acting Chairman held the Motion in order and referred it to the

Senate Committee on Rules of Procedure and Privileges for consideration and

report within fortnight.

5 To consider the Privilege Motion, three meetings were held in the

Parliament House, Islamabad on 28" September, 5" and 10™ October, 2006.

6. In its first meeting held on 28" September, 2006,the Mover while
apprising the Committee explained that ﬁe is Member of the Parliament for the
last almost two decades and has always commanded respect; that he has never
moved personal Privilege Motion and whenever the occasion arose, it was on a
question of breach of privilege of the institution of Parliament itself; that
previously he moved at the fioor of the House to allow to see ailing Dr. A.Q. Khan
and everybody present in the House welcomed this proposal. But the request
was turned down by the authorities concerned; that two letters were aiso
addressed to the authorities but both these letters never saw the light of the day;,
that thereafter, Acting President of Pakistan/Chairman Senate was requested to
permit him to see the ailing Dr. A. Q. Khan, who is not only a renowned Scientist
and a national hero but also his junior college fellow and he has personal
relationship with him; that the Acting President of Pakistan/Chairman Senate
asked his Advisor Mr. Khalid Latif Ch. to do the needful and resultantly on the
night of 13"/14"™ Mr. Khalid Latif Ch., Advisor to the Chairman informed that you
can go and see Dr. A.Q. Khan there at Agha Khan Hospital, Karachi on 14"
September, 2006 after 11:00 a.m; that he visited Agha Khan Hospital on the
given date and time but after kept on waiting for one and a half hour, the Security
Personnel present there refused to allow him to see Dr. A.Q. Khan. Hence this
