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CHAPTER - I

PRELIMINARY

I . Short titl e and commencement.{ I ) This Act may be called the

National Skills University lslamabad Act, 201 8.

(2) lt shall corne into force at once.

CHAPTER _ II

THE UNIVERSITY

3. Incorporalion.{l ) The National Institute of Science and Technical
Education Islamabad is hereby upgraded to the status ofthe National Skills University
lslamabad.

(2) The University shall have its main campus in Islarnabad

(3) The Univen;ity shall establish as many campuses as shall be determ ined
by the Senate of the Unir,ersity.

(4) The University shall consist of the following, namely:-

(a) the Chance,lor;

(b) Pro-Chanct:llor;

(c) theVice-Clrun""ilo.;

(d) the Chairpr:rson and the Deans;

(e) the members of the Authorities of the University established under
this Act;

(f) all University Teachers and persons recognized as students of the
Llniversity in accordance with terms prescribed from time to time;
and

(g) all other full-tinre officers and members ofthe staffof the University.

(5) The Univer sity shall be a body corporate by the name of the National
Skills University Islamabad and shall have perpetual succession and a common seal
and may sue and be sue<l by the-said ltame.

(6) The Universify shall be competent to acquire and hold property, both
movable and irnmovable, and to lease, sell or otherwise transfer any movable and
immovable property which may havi: become vested in or been acquired by it.
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(7) The property on which the NISTE Islamabad, is established, shall
stand transferred to the Universiw.

(8) Notwithstanding any'thing contained in any other law for the time being
in force all employees of the Government serving in the NISTE Islamabad
immediately before the commencement of this Act, shall stand transferrecl to the
University, on exercising an irreversible option within six months of the aforesaid
commencement, on tlte same terms and conditions which are applicable to them
immediately before the establishment of the University subject to sub-section (9).

(9) All such employees who do not exercise the option of getting absorbed
in the University within six rnonths after the enforcement of this Act shall be rendered
surplus as result of re-organization or abolition of division, department, office or
abolition of a post in pursuance of any government decision and may be appointed
to a post carryirig basic pay scale equal to the post held by that government servant
before such appointment, if he possesses the qualifications and fulfills other conditions
applicable to that post, provided that where no equivalent post is available, the said
official may be offered a lower post in such manner and subject to such conditions
as may be prescribed and where such civil servant is appointed to a lower post, the
pay being drawn by him in the higher post immediately preceding his appointment to
a lower post shall remain protected.

(10) Not'withstanding anything contained in any other law fbrthe tirne being
in force, the Urtiversity shall have academic, financialand adrninistrative autonomy,
including the porver to employ officers, teachers and other employees on such
terms as may be prescribed, subject to the terms of th is Act arrd the Higher Education
Com m ission Ord inance, 2002 (LIil of 2002).

4. Powers and Purposes of the University.-The University shall,-

(i) provide for education and scholarships in such branches of knorvledge
as it may deem fit, and to make provision fbr research, service to
society and for the application, advancement and dissemination of
knowledge in such manner as it may deterrnine;

(iD prescribe courses ofstudies to be conducted by it and the colleges;

(iiD develop active and continued relationship rvith industrial and service
sectors for curriculum design and implernentatiou;

(i") hold examinations and to award and confer degrees, cliplomas,
certiflcates and other academic distinctions to and on persons rvho
have been adrnitted to and have passed its exalninations under
prescribed conditions;
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(v) prescribr: the tenns and conditions of employment of the officers,

tqachers and other employees of the University and to lay down terms

and conditions that may be different from those applicable to
Governrrent servants in general;

(ui) engage, where necessary, persons on contracts of specified duration
' and to speci! the terms of each engagement;

(vii) confer h,rnorary degrees or other distinctions on approved persons in

the manner prescribed;

(viiD provide [or such instruction to un-organized labor force through non-

conventr onal courses as it rnay prescribe, and to grant certificates

and diplrmas to such persons;

(ix) institute programmes for the exchange of students arrd teachers

between the University and other universities, educational institutions

and research organizations, inside as wellas outside Pakistan;

(x) provide career counseling and job search service to students and
'alumni;

(xi) maintain linkages with alumni;

(xii)

develop and implement fund-raising plans;

provide and support the academic development of the faculty of the

Univers ty;

(xiv) confer degrees on persons who have carried on independent research

under pt escribed conditions;

(xv) affiliate and disaffiliate educational institutions under prescribed

conditions;

(xvi) inspect r:olleges and other educational institutions affiliated or seeking

affiliation with it;

(xvii) accept t.he examinations passed and the period of study spent by

studentr; of the University at other universities and places of learning

equivalt:nt to such examinations and periods of study in the Universitl',
as it rnay prescribe, and to withdraw such acceptance;
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(xviii) co-operate with other universities, public authorities or private
organizations, inside as well as outside Pakistan, in such manner and
for such purposes as it may prescribe;

(xix) institute Professorships, Associate Professorships, Assistant
Professorships and Lecturerships and any other posts and to appoint
persons thereto;

(xx) create posts for research, extensions, administration and other related
purposes and to appoint persons thereto;

(xxi) recognize selected members of the teaching staff of affiliated colleges
or educational institutions admitted to the privileges ofthe University
or such other persons as it may deem fit, as University teachers;

(vxiD institute and award financialassistance to students in need, fellowships,
scholarships, bursaries, medals and prizes under prescribed conditions;

(xxiii) establish teaching departnrents, schools, colleges, faculties, institutes,
rnuseums and other centers of learning for the development of teaching
and research and to make such arrangements for their maintenance,
management and adrninistration as it may prescribe;

(xxiv) provide for the residence of the students of the University and the
colleges, to institute and maintain halls of residence and to approve or
license hostels and lodging;

(xxv) rnaintain order, discipline and security on the campuses ofthe University
and the colleges;

(xxvi) promote the extra curricular and recreational activities of such students
and to make arrangements for promoting their health and general
welfare;

(xxvii) demand and receive such fees and other charges as it rnay determine;

(xxviii) make provision for research, advisory or consultancy seruices and

with these objectives to enter into arrangements with other institntions,
public or private bodies, commercial and industrial enterprises under
prescribed cond itions;

(xxix) enter into, carry out, vary or cancel contracts;
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(xxx) receive end manage propefty transferred and grants, contributions
made to the University and to invest any firnd representing such

propert), grants, bequests, trusts, gifts, donations endowments or
contributions irr such lnanner as it may deem fit;

(xv.xi) provide 1br the printing and publication of research and other rvorks, and

(xxxii) do all sut:h other acts and things, whether incidental to powers aforesaid

or not, ils may be requisite or expedient in order to further the
objectiv,:s of the University as a place of education, learning and
research.

5. University open to all classes, creeds, etc.- (l) fhe University,
shall be open to all persons of either gender and of whatever religion, caste, race,
creed, class, colour or domicile and no person shall be denied the privileges of the
University on the ground of gendeq religion, race, class, colour, creed or domicile.

(2) The Uni,,,ersity shalladmit students from all regions of the country as

per quota prescribed :y the Government for the Federal Services from time to
time.

(3) An increase in any fee ol clrarge that is in excess of ten percent per
annum on all annual basis fiortr thc last strch increase may not be made except in
special circumstances. and only with the approval of the Chancellor..

(4) The University shall institute financial aid prograrnmes for students in
need, to the extent considered feasible by the Senate given the resoLlrces available,
so as to enable admissicn and access to the University and the various opportunities
provided by it to be based on merit rather than ability to pay.

6. Teachin;4 at the University.-(l) The University or the colleges
will conduct various cc,urses in technical and professional skills development as per
market demand and national needs in the prescribed manner and may lectures,
tutorials, discttssions, sr:minars, demonstrations, distance leaming ancl other methods
of instructiotts as well as practical work in the laboratories, hospitals, workshops
and other gorternurent,)r private organizations.

(2) The authority responsible fbr organizing recognized teaching shall be
such as may be prescr bed.
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CHAPTER - III

OFFICERS OF' THE UNIVERSITY

7. Principal Officers.-The following shall be the principal officers of
the Un iversity, namely:-

(a) the Chancellor;

(b) thePro-Chancellor;

(c) theVice-Chancellor;

(d) the Deans;

0) such other persons as may be prescribed by the Statutes or Regulations
to be the principal officers of the University.

8. Chancellor.- (l) The President of Pakistan shall be the Chancellor
of the University and the Chairperson of the Senate.

(2) The Chancellor shall, when present, preside at the meetings of the
Senate of the university. In his absence, the chancellor may nominate a member
of the Senate to preside over the meetings of the Senate or convocation of the
University.

(3) The Vice-Chancellor shall be appointed by the Chancellor from amongst
the persons recommended by the Search Comminee constituted under sub-section
(2) of section 12.

(4) The members of the Senate shall be appointed by the Chancellor
from amongst the persons recommended by the Senate in accordance with the Act
and the Statutes, as the case may be, along-with those elected.

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(5) livery proposal to confer an honorary degree shall be subject to
r:onfirmation by the Charcellor.

Prov ded that if the Chancellor is satisfied that either no
reconsideration has been carried out or that the reconsideration has

lailed to address the concern expressed, he may, after calling trpon

the Senate to show cause in writing, appoint a Review Committee to
examine and report to the Chancellor on the proceed ing of the Senate.
'fhe reporl of the Review Committee shall be submitted within such

lime as may be prescribed by the Chancellor. The Review Comrnittee
s;hall be d'awn from persons of eminence in academics and in the

t{ields of law, accountancy and administration:

Provic ed further that if the Chancellor is satisfied with the findings
r:f the report of the Review Committee, he may by order in writing,
irnnul suclr proceedings or orders; and

(b) as regards proceedings of any authority or with respect to matters

'within the competence of any authority other than the Senate, direct
t.he Senate to exercise powers under section 17.

9. .Removal fronr the Scnate.-(l) The Chancellor may, upon the

recommendations of r.he Review Committee remove any person from the
rnembership c,f the Senitte on the ground that such person,-

(a) has becorre of un-sound rnind; or

(b) has beconre incapacitated to function as Inetnber of the Senate; or

(c) has been convinced by a court of law for an offence involving rnoral

iurpitude;or

has absentcd himself from two consecutive n-reetings withotrtjust cause; or

lhas been p uilty of rnisconduct, including use of position for personal
,ldvantage of any kind or gross in-efficiency in the performartce of
function:

(d)

(e)
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Provided that the Chancellor shall constitute a Review Cornmittee under
sub-section (6) ofsection 8:

Provided further that prior to the removal of the member of the Senate he

shall be given an opportunity of being heard.

(2) The Chancellor shall remove any person from the rnembership of the
Senate on a resolutjon calling for the removal of such person supported by at least

three-fourths of the membership of the Senate:

Provided that before passing such resolution, the Senate shall provide the

mernber concerned a fair hearing:

Provided furtherthatthe provisions ofthis section shall not be applicable to
the Vice- Chancellor in his capacity as a member of the Senate.

10. The Pro-Chancellor.-(l) The Minister concerned for Federal
Education and ProfessionalTraining shall be the Pro-Chancellor of the University
ex-fficio.

(2) In the absence of the Chancellor or during the Chancellor's inability
to act or when the Chancellor so directs, the Pro-Chancellor shall exercise all
powers and perform all functions of the Chancellor.

I l. The Vice-Chancellor.-( I ) There shall be a Vice-ClT ancellor of the
University who shall be an eminent academic or a distinguished administrator and

shall be appointed on such tenns and conditions as may be prescribed.

(2) The Vice-Chancellor shall be the chief executive officer of the
University responsible foralladministrative and academic functions ofthe University
and for ensuring that the provisions of the Act, Statutes, Regulations and Rules are

faithfully observed in order to promote the general efficiency and good order of the

University. The Vice-Chancellor shall have all powers prescribed for this purpose
including administrative control over the officers, teachers and other employees of
the University.

(3) The Vice-Chancellor shall, if present, be entitled to attend any meeting
of any Authority or body of the University.

(4) The Vice-Chancellor may, in an emergency that in his opinion requires
irnmediate action ordinarily not in the competence of the Vice-Chancellor, take
such action and forward, within the seventy-two hours, a report of the action taken
to the nrembers of the Emergency Commiffee of the Senate, to be set up by Statute.
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The Ernergency Comrnittee may direct such further action as is considered
appropriate.

(5) Ihe Vice-rlhancellor shall also have the following powers, namely:-

(a) lo direct tr:achers, officers and other employees of the University to
i:ake up r;uch assignments in connection with examination,
rldministrrrtion and such other activities in the University as he may
,ilonsider r ecessary for the purposes of the University;

(b) to sanction by re-appropriation an amount not exceeding an amount
prescribec by the Senate for unforeseen item not provided for in the
lcudget an,J report it to the Senate at the next meeting;

(c) to make ap pointment of such categories of employees of the University
;a.nd in such manner as may be prescribed by the Statutes;

(d) to suspend punish and remove in accordance with prescribed
tprocedure, from service officers, teachers and other employees of
the Unive"sity except those appointed by or with the approval of the
'Senate;

(e) [o delegate, subject to such conditions as may be prescribed any of
his powerr, under this Act to an officer or officers of the Un iversity; and

(0 [o exercis,: and perform such other powers and functions as may be

prescribecr.

(6) Ihe Vice-(lhancellor shall preside at the convocation of the University
in the absence of the Chancellor.

(7) Ihe Vice- lhancellor shall present an annual report before the Senate

within three months of the close of the academic year. The annual report shall
present such information as regards the academic year under review as may be

prescribed inc luding disclosure of all relevant facts pertaining to,-

(a) Academics;

(b) Research:

(c) Administration;and

(d) Finances
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(8) The Vice-Chancellor's annual report shall be made available, prior to
its presentation before the Senate, to all officers and University Teachers and shall
be published in such numbers as ar'b required to ensure its wide circulation.

12. Appointment and removal of the Vice-Chancellor.-( 1) The Vice-
Chancellor shall be appointed by the Chancellor on the recommendations of the
Search Committee.

(2) A Search Committee for the recommendation of persons suitable for
appointment as Vice-Chancellor shall be constituted by the Chancellor on the date
and in the manner prescribed by the Statutes and shall comprise three to five members
to be nominated by the Minister-in-charge of the Federal Government. The Search
Committee shall remain in existence till such time that the appointment of the next
Vice-Chancellor has been made by the Chancellor.

(3) The Vice-Chancellor shall be appointed for a tenure of four years on
terms and conditions prescribed by Statues. The incumbent Vice-Chancellor shall
not be allowed any extension in his tenure but subject to eligibility he may again
compete for the seat of Vice-Chancellor in accordance with the procedure
prescribed.

(4) The Senate may, pursuant to a resolution in this behalf passed by
three-fourths of its membership, recommend to the Chancellor the removal of the
Vice-Chancelloron the ground of in-efficiency, moralturpitude of physicalormental
incapacity or gross rn isconduct, including misuse of position for personal advantage
of any kind:

Provided that the Chancellor may make a reference to the Senate stating
the instances of in-efficiency, moral turpitude or physical or mental incapacity or
gross misconduct on the part of the Vice-Chancellor that have come to his notice.
After consideration of the reference the Senate may, pursuant to a resolution in this
behalf passed by two thirds of its membership, recomrnend to the Chancellor the
removal of the Vice-Chancellor:

Provided further that prior to a resolution for the removal of the Vice-
Chancellor being voted upon the Vice-Chancellor shall be given an opportunity of
being heard.

(5) A resolution recommending the removal ofthe Vice-Chancellor shall
be submitted to the Chancellor forthwith. The Chancellor may accept the
recommendation and order removal of the Vice-Chancellor or return the
recommendation to the Senate.

(6) At any time when the office of the Vice-Chancellor is vacant, or the
Vice-Chancellor is absent or is unable to perform the functions of his office due to
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illness or some other cause, the Senate shall make such arrangerrtents fbr the

perfonnanct: of the dulies of the Vice-Chancellor as it tnay deem flt.

13. Rcgistrrrr.-(1) There slrall be a Registrar of the University to be

appointed b'y the SeniLte on the recornrnendation of the Vice-Clhaltcellor, on such

terms and conclitions irs lnay lre prescribed.

three years:

Provided that the Senate may, on the advice of the Vice-Chancellor, terrninate

the appointment of the Treasurer on grounds of in-efficiency or misconduct in

accordance the prescribed procedure.

15. Controller of Examinations.{l) There shall be a Controller of
the Examinations to be appointed by the Senate on the recommendation of the

Vice-Chancellor, on such terms and conditions as may be prescribed.

(2) The minimum qualifications necessary for appointment to the post of
the Controller of the Examinations shall be as may be prescribed.

(3) The Controller of the Examinations shall be a full-time officer of the

University and shall be responsible for all maners concenred with the conduct of
examinations and perforrn such other duties as may be prescribed.

(4) The Controller of Examinations shall be appointed fbr a renewable
term ofthree years:

Provided that the Senate may, on the advice of the Vice-Chancellor terminate

the appointrnent of the Controller of Examinations on grounds of in-efficiency or

misconduct in accordance with the prescribed procedure.

, 17. Senate.-(l) The body responsible for the governance of the

University shall be described as the Senate and shall consist of the following.

Training or his nominee;

(d) Chairperson of the Comrnission or his nominee not below the rank of
the officer in BPS-21;

(e) Chairperson of the National Vocational and Technical Training
Commission or his nominee not below the rank of the officer in BPS-21;

(f) four persons from society at large being persons of distinction in the
fi elds of I iterature, architecture, administration, management, education,

academics, law, accountancy, fine arts, science, technology and
engineering such that the appointment of these persons reflects a

(2) The appointments of persons described in clauses (f) and (g) of sub-

section (l) shall be made by the Chancellor from amongst a panel of three names
for each vacancy recommended by the Senate. The Chancellor may not appoint
any ofthe persons proposed by the Senate and may seek fresh proposal for suitable
persons for appointment as members:

Provided that effort shall be made, without compromising on quality or
qualification to give fair representation to women on the Senate:

Provided fufther that as regards the Un iversity Teachers described in clause
(h) of sub-section (l), the Senate shall prescribe a procedure for appointment on
the basis of elections that provide for voting by the various categories of University
Teachers.
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(3) N{embers c'f the Senate, other than ex-fficio members, shall hold

c,ffice for three years. One-third of the members, other than ex-ofiicio members of
the first restructured Senrrte, to be determined by lot, shall retire from office on the

expiration of one year frc,m the date of appointment by the Chancellor. One-half of
the remaining members, other than ex-fficio members, of the first restructured

Senate, to be determinecl by lot, shall retire from office on the expiration of two

1'ears from the date of appointment and the rentaining one-half, other than

ex-officio members, shall retire from office on tlre expiration of the third year:

Provided tltat rtc, person, other than an ex-fficio lnember, shall serve on

the Senate for more than two consecutive terms:

Provided further that the University Teachers appointed to the Senate may

not serve for two conse(,utive terms.

(4) l'he Senate' shall meet at least twice in a calendar year,

(5) Service on the Senate shall be on honorary basis, provided that actual

expenses may be re-imbursed as may be prescribed.

(6) 1'he Regislr'ar shall be the Secretary of'the Senate.

(7) lJnless otherwise prescribed by this Act, all decisions of the Senate

s;hall be taken on tlre basis of the opinion of the majority of the rnembers present. In

the event of the member; being evenly divided on any matter the person presiding

over the meeting shall h rve a casting vote.

(8) '1'he quorum for a meeting of the Senate shall be two-third of its
rnembership, a fraction lleing counted as one.

18. Irowers and function of the Senate.{l) The Senate shall have

the power of general srrpervision over the University and shall hold the Vice-

Chancellor and the Authorities accountable for all the functions of the University.
'Ihe Senate shall have rtll powers of the University not expressly vested in an

,A,uthority or officer by r his Act and all other powers not expressly rnentioned by

this Act that are necessary for the performance of its functions.

(2) \,Mithout pr;judice to the generality of the foregoing powers, the Senate

shall have the l'ollowing powers, namely:-

(a) to approve the proposed annual plan ofwork, the annual and revised

budgets, the annual report and the annual statement ofaccount;
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(b) to hold controland lay down policy forthe administration ofthe property,

funds and investments of the University, including the approval of the

sale and purchase or acquisition of immovable property;

(c) to oversee the quality and relevance of the University's academic
programmes and to review the academic affairs of the University in
general;

(d) to approve the appointment of the Deans, Professors, Associate
Professors and such other senior faculty and senior administrators as

may be prescribed;

(e) to institute schemes, directions and guidelines for the terms and

conditions of appointment of all officers, teachers and other employees

of the University;

(f) to approve strategic plans;

(g) to approve financial resource development plans of the University;

(h) to consider the drafts of Statutes and Regulations proposed by the

Syndicate and theAcademic Counciland dealwith them in the manner

as provided for in section 25 and 26, as the case may be:

Provided that Senate may frame Statute or Regulation on its own

initiative and approve it after calling for the advice of the Syndicate or

the Academic Council, as the case may be;

(i) to recommend to the Chancellor removal of any member of the Senate

in accordance with the provisions of this Act;

0 to make appointment of members of the Syndicate, other than
ex-fficio members, in accordance with the provisions of this Act;

(k) to make appointment of members of the Academic Council, other
then ex-fficio members, in accordance with the provisions of this
Act;

(l) to appoint Emeritus Professors on such terms and conditions as may

be prescribed;

(m) to remove any person from the membership of any Authority if such

(3) Tlte Senate may, subject to the provisions of this Act delegate all or
any of the povrers and lunctions of any authority, officer or employee of the
University at it is main carnpus, to anyAuthority, committee, officer or employee at
its additional carnpus for the purpose of exercising such powers and performing
Stitch functions in relation to such additional campus, and forthis purpose the Senate

may create new posts or positions at the additional campus.

19. Visitation.--The Senate may, in accordance with the terms and
procedures as may be pre;cribed, cause an inspection to be made in respect of any
matter connected with tht: University.

20. Syndicate.-{l) There shall be a Syndicate ofthe University consisting
of the following, namely:--

(a) the Vice-Chancellor who shall be its Chairperson;

(b) the Deans of the Faculties of the University;

(c) three professors from different departments who are not members of
the Senate, to be elected by the University Teachers in accordance
with procedure to be prescribed by the Senate;

(d)

the Directors of the campuses,

the RegistruLr;

the Treasur,:r; and

the Controller of Examinations

(2) Members o1'the Syndicate, other then ex-fficio members, shall hold
office for a period of throe years.
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(3) The quorum for a meeting of the Syndicate shall be two-third of the
total number of members, a fraction being counted as one.

(4) The Syndicate shall meet at least once in each quarter of the year.

21. Powers and duties of the Syndicate.{l) The Syndicate shall be
the executive body of the University and shall, subject to the provisions of this Act
and the statutes, exercise general supervision over the affairs and managernent of
the University.

(2) Without prejudice to the generality ofthe foregoing powers and subject
to the provisions of this Ordinance, the statutes and directions of the Senate, the
Syndicate shall have the following powers, namely:-

(a) to consider the annual report, the annual and revised budget estirnates
and to submit these to the Senate;

(b) to transfer and accept transfer of moveable property on behalf of the
University;

(c) to enter into, vary carry out and cancel contracts on behalf of the
University;

(d) to cause proper books of account to be kept for all sums of money
received and expended by the University for the assets and liabilities
of the University;

(e) to invest any money belonging to the University including any un-
applied income in any of the securities described in section 20 of the
Trusts Act, I 882 (ll of 1882), or in the purchase of immovable property
or in such other manner as it may prescribe, with the like power of
verifying such investments;

(f) to receive and manage any property transferred, and grants, bequest,
trust, gills, donations endowments and othercontributions made to the
University;

(g) to administer any funds placed at the disposal of the University for
specified purposes;

(h) to provide the buildings, libraries, premises, furniture, apparatus,
equipment and other means required for carrying out the work of the
University;
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(i) to estab Iish and maintain halls of residence and hostels or approve or

license rostels or lodgings for the residence of students;

0) to reconrmend to the Senate affiliation or disaffiliation of colleagues

and institutes;

(k) to recommend to the Senate admission of educational institutions to
the privileges of the University and withdraw such privileges;

(l) to arrange for the inspection of Campuses and the Depaftments;

(m) to institute Professorships, Associate Professorships, Assistant
Profess,:rships, lectureships and other teaching posts or to suspend or
to abolish such posts;

(n) to creale, suspend or abolish such administrative or other posts as

rnay be necessary;

(o) to pres<:ribe the duties of officers teachers and other employees of
the University;

(p) to repotto the Senate on matters with respectto which it has been

asked tr report;

(q) to appc,int members to various Authorities in accordance with the

provisi,rns of this Ordinance;

(0 to propcse drafts of Statutes for submission to the Senate;

(s) to regulate the conduct and discipline of the students ofthe University;

(t) to take nction necessary for the good administration of the University
in general and to this end exercise such powers as are necessary;

(u) to dele gate any of its powers to any Authority or officer or a
commilee; and

(v) to perfirrm such other functions as have been assigned to it by the
provisicn of this Act or may be assigned to it by the Statutes.

22. Acadernic Council.{l) There shall be an Academic Council of
the University consisting ofthe following, namely:-
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(a) the Vice-Chancellor who shall be its Chairperson;

(b) the Deans of faculties and such Chairpersons of Departments as

may be prescribed;

(c) five members representing departments, institute and the campuses
to be selected in the manners prescribed by the Senate;

(d) trvo Principals of affiliated colleges or institutes;

(e) five Professors including Emeritus Professors;

(f) the Registrar;

(g) the Controller of Examination; and

(h) the Librarian.

(2) The Senate shall appoint the members ofthe Academic Council, other
than ex-oficio and the elected members, on the recommendation of the Vice-
Chancellor.

(3) Members of Academic Council shall hold office for three years

(4) The Academic Council shall meet at least once in each quafter.

(5) The quorum for meeting of the Academic Council shall be one-half
on the total number of members, a fraction being counted as one.

23. Powers and functions of the Academic Council.-(l) The
Academic Council shall be the principal academic body of the University and shall
subject to the provisions of this Act and the Statutes, have the power to lay down
proper standards of instructions, research and examinations and to regulate and to
promote the academic life of the University and its campuses.

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing powers and subject
to the provisions of this Act and the statutes, the Academic Council shall have the
power tG-

(a) approve the policies and procedures pertaining to the quality of
academic programmes;

(b) approve academic programmes;
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(c) approve the policies and procedures pertaining to student related
functiors including admissions, expulsions, punishment, examinations
and certifications;

(d) approv3 the policies and procedures assuring quality of teaching and

researc h;

(e) recomrnend the process and procedures for affiliation of other
educati onal institutions;

(f) propos() to the Syndicate schemes for the constitution and organization
of Factrlties, teaching departments and boards of studies;

(g) appoint paper setters and examiners for all examirrations of the

University after receiving panels of nanres from the relevant
authoriiies;

(h) institute programmes for the continued professional developrnent of
University Teachers at all levels:

(i) recognize the examinations of other universities or exanrining bodies
as equivalent to the corresponding examination of the Universiry;

0) regulate the award of studentshipS, scholarships, exhibitions, medals
and prizes;

(k) frame l(egulations for submission to the Senate;

(l) prepar3 an annual report on the academic performance of the
University; and

(m) perforrn such other functions as may be prescribed by Regulations.

24. Appointment of Committees by certain Authorities.-(l) The
Senate, the Syndicatr:, the Acadernic Council and other Authorities may, from tirne
to time, ap;:oint such standing, special oradvisory committees, as they may deem llt
and may place on suc h commiftees persons who are not members of the Authoritics
appointi ng the Cornnr ittees.

(2) The constitution, functions and powers of the Authorities for which
no specific provisior has been made in this Act shall be such as may be prescribed
by Statutes or Regulrtions. .
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CHAPTER _ V

STATUTES, REGULATIONS AND RULBS

25. Statutes.{l) Subject to the provisions of this Ordinance, Statutes,

to be published in the official Gazette, may be made to regulate or prescribe all or
any of the follorving maffers, namely:-

(a) the contents of and the manner in which the annual report to be

prcsented by the Vice-Chancellor before the Senate shall be prepared:

(b) the University fee and other charges;

(c) the constitution ofany pension, insurance, gratuity, provident fund and

benevolent fund for University employees;

(d) the scales of pay and other tenns and conditions of serVice of officers
teaclrers and other University employees;

(e) the maintenance of the register of registered graduates;

(f) affiliation or disaffiliation ofeducational institutions and related matters;

(g) adrnissiorr of educational institutions to the privileges of the University
and the withdrawal of such privileges;

(h) the establishment of Faculties, departrnents, institutes, campuses and

other academic div isions;

(i) the powers and duties of officers and teachers;

0) conditions under which tlre University rnay enter into arrangements
rvith other institutions or with public bodies for purposes of research

and advisory services;

(k) conditions for appointrnent of Emeritus Professors and award honorary
degrees;

(l) efficiency and discipline of University employees;

(,n) the constitution and procedure to be fbllorved by Representation
Committees in carrying out functions in ternrs of this Ordinance;
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(n) tlre constitution and procedure to be followed by the Searclr Committee

for appo ntment bf the Vice-Chancellor;

(o) constituticn, functions and powers oftheAuthorities ofthe University;and

(p) all other rnatters which by this Act are to be or may be prescribed or

regulate<l by Statutes.

(2) The dralt of the Statutes shall be proposed by the Syndicate to the

Senate which may approve or pass with such modifications as the Senate may

think fit or nlay refer tack to the Syndicate as the case may be, for reconsideration

ofthe proposed draft:

Provided that Statutes concerning any of the rnatters mentioned in clauses

(a) and (1) ofsub-section (l) shall be initiated and approved by the Senate, after

seeking the views of the Syndicate:

Pror,,ided furtlter that the Senate may initiate Statute with respect to any

matter in its power orarith respect to which Statute may be framed in tenns of this

Act and approve such statutes after seeking the views of Syndicate.

26. Regulatrons.-{l ) Subject to the provision of this Act and the Statues,

theAcademic Council may make regulations, to be published in the official Gazette

for all or an)' of the following matters, namely:-

(a) the courses of study for degrees, diplomas and certificates of the

Universi y;

(b) the manrer in which the teaching referred to in sub-section (l) of
section (, shall be organized and conducted;

(c) the admission and expulsion of students to and from the University;

(d) the conditions under which students shall be admitted to the courses

and the r:xaminations of the University and shallbecome eligible for

the award of degrees, diplomas and certificates;

(e) the conduct of examinations;

(f) conditions under which a person may carry on independent research

to entitle him to a degree;
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(g) the institutions of fellowships, scholarships, exhibitions, medals and

prizes;

(h)

(i)

0)

the use of the Library;

the forrnation of Faculties, depaftments and board of studies; and

all other matters which by this Act or the statutes are to be or may be

prescribed by Regulations.

(2) Regulations shall be proposed by the Academic Council and shall be

submitted to the Senate which may approve them or withhold approval or refer

them back to the Academic Council for reconsideration. The regulation proposed

by the Academic Council shall not be effective unless it receives the approval of
the Senate.

(3) Regulatiorrs regarding or incidental to matters contained in sub-clauses

(g) and (i) of clause (l) shalt not be submitted to the Senate without the prior

approval of the Syndicate.

27. Amendment and repeal of Statutes and Regulations.-Tl,e
procedure for adding to, amending or repealing the Statutes and the Regulations

shall be the same as that prescribed respectively for framing or rnaking Statutes

and Regulations.

28. Rules.-(1) The Authorities and the other bodies of the University

nray make Rules, to be published in the official Gazette consistent with this Act,

Statutes or the Regulations, to regulate any matter relating to the affairs of the

Universify rvhich has not been provided for by this Act or that is not required to be

regglated ty Statues or Regulation, including Rules to regulate the conduct of business

and the time and place of meetings and related matters.

(2) Rules shall become effective upon approval by the Syndicate.

CHAPTER_VI

UNIVERSITY FUND

Zg University tr'und.-The University slrall have a Fund to which shall

be credited its income from fee charges, donations, trusts, bequests, endorvnrents,

contributions, grants and all other sources.

30. Audits and accounts.{1) The Accounts of the University shall be

maintained in such form and in such malrner as may be prescribed'
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(2) TlTe teacl-,ing departments, campuses and all other bodies designated
as such by the Syndicate in terms of statutes shall be independent cost centers of
the University with authority vested in the head of each cost centre to sanction
expenditure out of the lrudget allocated to it:

Provided that 'e-appropriation from one head of expenditure to another
may be madr: by the head of a cost centre in accordance with and to the extent
prescribed b1, the Statr:tes.

(3) All funds generated by a teaclring departrnent, campuses or other unit
of the University throuEh consultancy, research or other provision of service shall
be made avarilable without prejudice to the budgetary allocation otherwise rnade
after deduction of overlteads irr the matter and to the extent prescribed by statute to
the teaching l)epartrnent, campuses or other unit for its development. A part of the
funds so generated ma'/ be shared with the University Teaclrers or researchers in
charge of the consultarcy, research or service concemed in the rnanner and to the
extent prescribed by Statute.

(4) No expenditure shall be made from the funds ofthe University, unless
a bill for its payrnents has been issued by the head ofthe cost center concerned in
accordance u ith the reL:vant statutes and the Treasure has verified that the payment
is provided ftrr in the a;,proved budget of the cost center, subject to the authority to
re-appropriate availabl: to the head ofthe cost center.

(5) Provision shall be nrade for an internal audit of the finances of the
University.

(6) Without p rejudice to the requirement of audit by an auditor appointed
by Govemment in acc,rrdance witlr tlre provisions of any otlrer law in force tlre
annual auditerl statement of accounts ofthe University shall be prepared in conformity
with tlie Genr:rally Accepted Accounting Principles by a repirted firm of chartered
accountants and signed by the Treasurer. The annual audited statement ofaccounts
so prepared shall be subrnitted to theAuditor-General of Pakistan for lris observations.

(7) The observations of the Auditor-General of Pakistan, if any together
with such annotations as the Treasurer may make shall be considered by the
Syndicate an<l shall be placed before the Senate within six montlrs of closing of the
financialyear'.

CHAPTER_VII

GENERAL PROVISIONS

31. Opportunity to show cause.-Except as otherwise provided by
law no officer, teacher or other ernployee of the University holding a pennanent
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post shall lre reduced in rank, or removed or cornpulsorily retired fonn service for
cause arising out of any act or otnission on the part of the person concerned unless
he has been given a reasonable opportunity of showing cause against the action
proposed to be taken.

32. Appeal to the Syndicatc and the Senate.-Where an order is
passed punishirrg any officer other than the Vice-Chancellor, teacher or other
employee of the University or altering or interpreting to his dis-advantage the
prescribed terms or conditions of hiS service, he shall, where the order is passed by
any officer or teacher of the Universiry other than the Vice-Chancellor, have the
right to appeal to the Syndicate against the ordeq and where the order is passed by
the Vice-Chancelloq have the right to appeal to the Senate.

33. Service of the University.-(l) All persons employed by the
University in accordance with the terrns and conditions of service prescribed by
Statutes shall be persons in the services of Pakistan forthe purposes of any court
or tribunal set up by law in tenns of Article 212 of the Constitution of the Islarnic
Republic of Pakistan:

Provided that any provision as regards the terms and conditions of
employment of persons in the service of Pakistan in general or in comparable
employment notwithstanding the service of persons employed by the University
shall be entirely governed by the terms and conditions prescribed by the relevant
Statutes.

(2) An officer, teacher or other employees of the University shall retire
from service on the attainment of such age or tenure of service as may be prescribed.

. 34. Benefits and Insurance.-(l) The University shall constitute for
the benefit of its officers teachers and other employees schemes, as may be
prescribed, for the provision of post-employment benefits as well as health and life
insurance while in service.

(2) Where any provident fund has been constituted under this Act the
provisions of the Provident Funds Act, 1925 (XIX of 1925), shall apply to such
firnds as. if it were the Government Provident Fund.

35. Commencenrent of term of office of members of Authority.-
(l) When a member of a newly constituted Authority. is elected, appointed or
nominated his tenure of office shallbe as may be prescribed.

(2) Where a member who has accepted any other assignment or for any
other similar reason remains absent from the University for a period of not less than
six months he shall be deemed to have resigned and vacated lris seat.
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36. Filling ol'casual vacancies in Authorities.-Any casual vacancy

among the mr,:nrbers of any Authority shall be fi[led, as soon as conveniently may

be, in the salle lnanner and by the same person orAuthority that had appointed the

member whose place h,rs become vacant and the person appointed to the vacancy

shall be a mornber of suclr Authority for the residue of the tertn for which the

person whose place be fills would have been a member.

3-1. Flaws in the constitution of Authorities.-Where there is a flaw

i1 the constitution of ar Authority, as constituted under thisAct, the statutes or the

regulations on account of the abolition of a specified office under Government or

because an organizatio 1 institution or other body outside the University has been

dissolved or has ceasec to function, or because of some other similar reason, sucl.t

flow shall be removed in such manner as the Senate may direct.

38. Proceedings of Authorities not invalidated by the vacancies.-
No act, resolution ord:cision of anyAuthority shall be invalid by reason, of any

vacancy in the Authority doing, passing, or making it or by reason of any want of
qualification invalidity in the election, appointrnent or nomitration of any de-facto

member of the Authority whether present or absent.

39. Transitic,nal provisions.-Notwithstand ing anyth ing to the contrary

contained in :lris Act,-'

(a) the first statLrtes and regulations specified in the Schedtrle to this Act

shall be <leemed to be statutes and regulations made under sections

25 and26 artdshall continue to remain in force tillthe time new Statutes

ancl Regt lations are framed in accordance with the provisions of this

Act;

(b) the memlters of the first Senate, except the University teachers, shall

be appoirrted by the chancellor in accordance r,vith the numbers and

criteria lor rnembership specified in this Act. Tlie first Senate so

constitut:d shatl initiate, as soon as possible, the process for the

recruitmr:nt of University teachers and appointment of the nlembers

of the Sl.ndicate and the Academic council in accordance with the

terms of this Act. The University teachers to be appoirrted to the first

Senate srall be appointed as soon as the procedure prescribed fbr

appointnrent of University teachers to the Senate has be cornplied

with. The term of tenure provided in sub-section (3) of section l6
notwithstanding, one-third of the members, other than ex-olJicio

membenr, of the first Senate, to be determined by lot, shall retire from

office on the expiration of one year from the date of appointrlent by

the Chartcellor. One-half of the remaining metnbers, other than
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ex-fficio members, of the first Senate, to be deterrnined by lot, shall
retire from office on the expiration of two years from the date of
appointnrent arrd the remaining one-half', other tlran ex-o.fficio
members, shall retire from office on the expiration ofthe third year; and

(c) the first Vice-Chancellor shall be appointed by the Chancellor for a
period of four years.

40. Repeal and savings.-The Notification No.F.4-l12004-F&A dated

the December 29, 2004 of establishment of National lnstitute of Science and

Technical Education, as sub-ordinate office, hereinafter referred to as defunctNISTE,
shall stand repealed with effect from the enforcement of thisAct and all obligations,
liabilities, rights, assets, etc., shall stand transferred to the University. The normal
financial allocation to the University as already being allocated shall continue to be

allocated as per requirements of the University by the Government through set

procedure.

41. Interpretation and removal of difficulties.{l) If any question

arises as to the interpretation of any of the provisions of this Act it shall be placed

before the Chancellor whose decision thereon shall be final.

(2) If any difficulty arises in giving effect to any of the provisions of this
Act, the Chancellor may make such order after obtaining the views of the Senate,

not inconsistent with the provisions ofthisAct, as may appearto him to be necessary

for removing the difficulty.

(3) Where this Act make any provision for anything to be done but no

provision or no sufficient provision has been made as respects the authority by
whom, or the time at which, or the manner in which, it shall be done, then it shall be

done by such authority, at such time or in such manner as the Chancellor may direct
after obtaining the views of tlre Senate.

42. Indemnity.-No suit or legal proceedings shall lie against the

Government, the University or any Authority, officer or employee of the University
or a member of an Authority in respect of anything which is done in good faith
under this Act.

43. Power to allow appointment of employees of the Government,
other universities or educational or research institutions to the
University.{l) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, the Senate may

on the advice of the Syndicate, allow any post in the University to be filled in by
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appointment, on such terms as the Senate may specify, 4n employee of the

Government or any other university or educational or researclr institution.

(2) Where ary appointment has been made under this section, the tenns

and conditions of seryice of the appointee shall not be less favourable than those

admissible to him imrn rdiately before such appointment and lre shall be entitled to
all benefits ol his post rf service.

The First Statute of the
Nzrtional Skills University, Islamabad

l. Campusr:s.{l) Tlrc University shall establish as many campuses

as shall be determined by the Senate of the University.

(2) Each campus shall be maintained and adrninistrated by the University
and shall be a constituent part of the University. The actions or decisions taken
under the pro.ject of thir; University are regulated as have been taken in term of this
Act.

(3) The Vice-Chancellor shall be overall in charge whereas Director shall
be in charge of a campus to be appointed in accordance with these statutes.

(5) A campur; may set up an Acadernic Board to recomtnend courses to
the concerned Board oF Faculty.

(6) The campus Academic Board slrall cornprise of the follorving,
namely:-

4. Dean.-( l) There shall be a Dean of each Fac,lty, rvho shall be the
Chairman arrcl convener.of the Board of the Faculty.

(2) Ihe Dean of each Facttlty shall be appointecl by the Chancellor from
among the three senior ntost Professors in the Faculty for a period of three years.
A Dean shall be eligible for re-appointment:

Provided that if no professor is available in a Faculty Professor fronr some
other Faculty may act ar a Dean till a Professor of the naculty itself is appointed.
