Organisations on the curfew and state of
Human Rights in Kashmir.

2. Parliament needs to sensitise all Organisations
working for freedom of information and the
rights of journalists of the state of affairs in
Kashmir.

3. Parliament needs to move a “Emergency
Motion” in the General Assembly of the IPU in
October, 2019.

4. Parliament needs to take up the issue of
violation of Human Rights, at the Regional

meeting of the IPU, in Maldives,
September,2019.
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5. Parliament should try to convene a special
meeting of the Commonwealth Parliamentary
Association.

6. Parliament should try to convene a special
meeting of the Asian  Parliamentary
Association.

7. Parliament should develop the theme of ethnic
cleansing, change in demography, genocide,
violation of Human Rights and children being
the most affected. All because they want the
right of self-determination.
