Question Hour. Question No. 146, Senator Sirajul
Hag. Not present.
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*Question No. 146 Senator Sirajul Haqg: Will the Minister for Law
and Justice be pleased to state:

(@) the details of cases of corruption in the country and
abroad in which National Accountability Bureau (NAB)
is a party at present; and

(b) whether it is a fact that the NAB could not pursue the
said cases properly due to its weak institutional
system, if so, the steps taken by the Government to
strengthen internal working system of the Bureau and
make it un-controversial?

Dr. Muhammad Farogh Naseem: Rule 50 clause (xx)
of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business in the
Senate, 2012 relates to admissibility of questions. It
provides that a question shall not ordinarily ask about
matters pending before any statutory tribunal or
statutory authority performing any judicial or quasi-
judicial functions or any commission or court of inquiry
appointed to enquire into or investigate any matter.

So the matter is pending adjudication, hence
details as asked for cannot be shared.
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*Question No. 153 Senator Muhammad Talha Mehmood: Will the
Minister for Water Resources be pleased to state:

(@) the present status of work on the project for
construction of Munda Dam, indicating the
percentage of work completed so far; and

(b) the amount spent on the project so far?

Mr. Muhammad Faisal Vawda: (a) ® Contract Agreement
with the Contractor China Gezhouba Group Company
Limited (CGGC) & DESCON JV has been signed on
26-03-2019.

e Consultancy Services Agreement has been
signed with MDGC on 20-05-2019 and services has been
commenced as per Consultancy Services Agreement since
27-05-2019.



° Construction of Contractor Camp, Joint Survey
and excavation work on access road is in progress.

e Priority land for Phase-1 (Dam, appurtenant
structures & Project Colony) measuring 818 acres and
Priority land for Phase-Il (Access Roads) measuring 48.868
acres have been acquired and transferred on the name of
WAPDA on 25-02-2019 and 09-07-2019 respectively.

(b) So far, Rs. 17,323.7 Million has been
spent on the project till 31-07-2019 out of which:

e Rs. 16,125.86 Million has been paid as

Mobilization Advance to the Contractor.

e Rs. 174.74 Million has been paid as
Mobilization Advance to the MDCG Consultant.

e Rs. 139.00 Million has been paid to the IG FC
Peshawar for security.

e Rs. 713.63 Million have been transferred to
District Administration of Mohmand Tribal
District for Land Acquisition.

e Rs. 170.47 Million have been spent on the
project office, Bid evaluation of the contractor
and other miscellaneous expenditures.

*Question No. 2 Senator Dr. Sikandar Mandhro: Will the Minister
for Water Resources be pleased to state the quantity of water
released from the Kotri barrage for the purpose of maintaining
biodiversity of the Indus River delta, during the last five years with
year wise break up?

Mr. Muhammad Faisal Vawda: ® The pertaining Para-7 of
Water Apportionment Accord is reproduced as under:—

Para-7 of WAA 91:

The need for certain minimum escapage to Sea, below

Kotri, to check sea intrusion was recognized. Sindh held the

view, that the optimum level was 10 MAF, which was

discussed at length, while other studies indicated lower/
higher figures. It was, therefore, decided that further



studies would be undertaken to establish the minimal
escapage needs stream Kotri.
Studies in this case suggested by International Penal of

experts:

The study recommends:

5000 Cusec continuous release downstream Kotri
Barrage for Aqua Culture and mitigate environment
impacts.

25 MAF once in five years for maintaining water
channel and to check sea intrusion.

Water under this Head/Para has not been provided to
Sindh by IRSA nor emphasized by Ministry of Water
Resources, for continues releases down stream Kotri
Barrage to maintain biodiversity in Indus River delta.

However under natural circumstances like flood and
ran fall events, following intermittent escapages occurred
during last five year.

construction work will be started on Hingol Dam?

Mr. Muhammad Faisal Vawda: PC-ll for Detailed
Engineering Design and preparation for Tender
Documents of Hingol Dam Project (New Site) was
prepared by WAPDA in 2012. However, the same was not



approved due to non-prioritization of the project by Govt.
of Balochistan.

On 08-05-2019, Government of Balochistan has
issued NOC/project priority in favour of WAPDA to carry
out Detailed Engineering Design of Hingol Dam Project.
Subsequent to which Ministry of Water Resources vide
letter dated 13-05-2019 directed WAPDA to submit the
update PC-lIl for Detailed Engineering Design of Hingol
Dam Project (New Site) for approval of the competent
forum.

PC-Il for Detailed Engineering Design of Hingol Dam
Project is under updation in WAPDA. On the receipt of the
PC-1l WAPDA, the same will be submitted to Ministry of
Planning, Development and Reform for approval of the
competed forum. After approval of the PC-Il, Detailed
Engineering Design of the project will be carried out.
Construction of the Project will be started after
completion of Detailed Engineering Design of the Project.

*Question No. 14 Senator Mushtag Ahmed:Will the Minister
Incharge of the Prime Minister's Office be pleased to state
whether it is a fact that the foreign investment has reduced by
50% during the first 10 months of the fiscal year 2018-19, if so, the
steps taken/being taken by the Government to bring back/attract
foreign investors?

Minister Incharge of the Prime Minister’s Office:
The net foreign direct investment has reduced by 50.7 %
during the first ten months of the fiscal year 2018-19,
(July-April) over the corresponding period last year, as
per the data released by the State Bank of Pakistan. It is
however, pertinent to mention that the net FDI during
this period is 20 % more than the first ten months of the
previous regime. The investment data for the last five
years is given in the table below:

It is evident that net FDI increased by 133.4 % in
2015-16 with start of early harvest projects under CPEC
and this trend continued till 2017-18.In 2018-19 almost
all projects having FDI component (Energy Projects) are
now completed, resulting in a declining trend in FDI which
was quite expected. It is expected to go up again as the
next phase of industrial cooperation progresses and the
Special Economic Zones become operational.

Steps taken to attract FDI

Government has taken various steps to attract
investment into the country. The government is focusing
on accelerating growth and investment through following
key initiatives:

i. Enhancing ease of doing business through use of

technology and automation

i. Using CPEC opportunities in the next phase through

industrial cooperation under CPEC

iii. Establishing Special Economic Zones initiatives to

boost industrialization in the country

iv. Promoting Pakistan as an attractive destination for

investment through investment forums /roadshows.

An investment conference held on10® March 2019 in Doha.30 Businessmen from
Pakistan's aviation, tourism, energy, hospitality and food sectors attended the
Investment Forum as well as B2B meetings. Qatari side has shown interest in
following transactions:

Qatari Business Delegation comprising 08 experts of QIA, and Nebras Power,
headed by Sheikh Faisal bin Thani Al Thani, Head of Regional Port Folios, QIA
visited Pakistan from 01-03 April, 2019 and had meetings with relevant entitics to
further discuss their interest and way forward.

Enabling business environment plays a crucial role in attracting investment in the
country. The Prime Minister has constituted a committee under his chairmanship to
chalk out, supervise and coordinate a well-structured plan to bring more focus on
improvement of Pakistan's position in Global Indices. This year, Pakistan improved in
Ease of Doing Business by 11 jumps (147 to 136 out of 190 countries). The main
reforms areas under this initiative are as under:

Simplifying Business Registration;

The industrial cooperation is another initiative which will enhance investment in the
country. Bol is working actively to facilitate provision of utilities to the 07 notified
SEZs. In this context, it has also becn decided by ECC to finance such projects through
PSDP. At the moment seven applications for SEZs are in the final stage of approval
process. Bol is also working to revise incentive package for priority zones under CPEC.
Bol is revisiting SEZ Act 2012 to make it more business friendly. Under CPEC,
Rashakai SEZ, Dhabcji and M3 SEZ Faisalabad arc in advanced stage while feasibilities
for other priority SEZs under CPEC are being completed.

Mr. Muhammad Faisal Vawda: (a)
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Technical Studies including Feasibility Report and
Detailed Engineering Design:

e Conceptual Feasibility of the project was carried
out by Montreal Engineering Company Canada
(MONENCO) from 1980 to 1984.

e Feasibility study was carried out by NEAC
Consultants (NESPAK, ACE, Binnie Black &
Veatch, UK, MWH, USA) from 2002 to 2004.

e Review of Feasibility, Detailed Engineering
Design/Tender Documentation was carried out
by Diamer Basha Consultants — DBC (Lahmeyer
International Germany, NDC, BARQAAB, PES)
from 2005 to 2008.

Land Acquisition:

e Original PC-I for Acquisition of Land & Resettlement
(AL&R) amounting to Rs. 60 Billion was approved by
ECNEC in 2008. Revised PC-I for Acquisition of Land &
Resettlement (AL&R) amounting to Rs. 101.372 Billion
was approved by ECNEC on
02-03-2015.

e WAPDA has submitted 2nd revised PC-I of the project
(AL&R) amounting to Rs. 170.756 Billion which is under
process of examination in the Ministry of Water
Resources.

Land Acquisition process of the project was started in
January 2011. So far 32,139 acres of land has been acquired out of
total required land of 37,419 acres. Rs. 58.272 Billion have been
released by WAPDA to Land Acquisition Collectors for
disbursement to the affectees, out of which Rs. 55.370 Billion have
been disbursed by Land Acquisition Collectors among the
affectees.

(b) The amount spent on project (Main Dam Preparatory
Works) so far is Rs. 12.039 Billion (Rs. 7.303 Billion WAPDA self-
financing and Rs. 4.736 Billion released by Govt. of Pakistan).

(20 Dams) was approved by ECNEC in November 2008.
Package-Il (26 Dams), approved by ECNEC in August 2012,
Package-Ill (20 Dams) was started in 2017 and is being
implemented on fast track basis.
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PC-1 of Package-1V (23 Dams) has been cleared by
PDWP on 20-04-2019 while Feasibility study for the
remaining 11 dams has been completed.

The names, locations, cost and dates of completion
of the dams in Package-I, Il and Ill are enclosed as
Annex-A.
